The Southern Business Education Association invites proposals from its members for participation in the SBEA 2011 convention program. A proposal is a request to participate or lead in the following types of sessions:  Presenters must be individual members of SBEA to present their paper(s) at this conference. Session organizers, moderators, and presenters are required to pay the appropriate registration fee (full). All presenters must register for the conference by the Early Registration Deadline located on the link www.SBEA.us.
Interest Session (60 minutes):

· Forums include presentations of successful practices and programs implemented in business classrooms on the middle, secondary, and postsecondary levels. Forums are for 1-3 presenters with 40-50 participants. Presenters must supply their own laptops and projectors. 

· Demonstrations are sessions that provide illustrations of actual hardware and/or software applications. Demonstrations are for audiences of 40-50 participants. These sessions will consist of a range of technology; therefore, presenters should simplify the technical requirements of their demonstrations for beginner, intermediate, and advanced participants.

· Research sessions provide speakers an opportunity to present findings of their research completed within the past two years.

Roundtables (15-20 minutes):

Roundtables involve a presenter sharing specific topics and teaching ideas along with supplementary handouts to share to a small group of conference participants about a specific topic. Roundtables have 10 chairs per table. As needed, please use voice projection to ensure participants can hear. Some suggested topics are but are not limited to the following:  Administration topics, best practices, and new materials.

A roundtable session is literally a collection of round tables. Each roundtable has one presenter. Presenters have an opportunity to give an in depth, 15-20 minutes presentation. This format generally allows the presenter the opportunity to present his/her topic or ideas 2-3 times to different audiences during the 1 1/2 hour session. An audience gathers around each table, while a presenter gives his/her information, and then a time for questions and discussion; simultaneously other presenters are doing the same. After the discussions end, the participants will leave one table and move to a different table. Check with the moderator regarding the expectations for session. No audio-visual equipment provided or needed.
Guidelines

SBEA members from the middle, secondary, or postsecondary levels and state/local business education supervisors may submit proposals. Multiple proposals may be submitted but each on a separate form. The proposal must specify one of the three following presentation types: Interest Session or Research Session or a Roundtable Discussion. The program committee may edit titles and descriptions, suggest alternative formats, and/or encourage joint presentations for proposals submitted on similar topics. 

Suggested areas of interest used for teaching and learning business education are as follows:  MS Office 2007, Microsoft 2010, Web 2.0/3.0, smart phones, tablets, financial education, wikis and blogs, integration of soft skills, podcasting, digital teaching tools, writing grants, basic business education course (Back to Basics), and other creative teaching strategies for middle, secondary, and post-secondary, teacher resources.
